When running, SP
covers the entire screen of the device, preventing students from accessing outside information during
the test.

Note: Student Portal runs in kiosk mode. When running, the app covers the entire screen, preventing
students from accessing outside information during testing.

Installation Guide Overview

This manual assists in the installation of SP on Chromebook devices. This installation guide is for the
people responsible for installing SP on testing machines prior to students completing an assessment.

Expect some slight differences depending on the operating system used
to access SP.

Installing on a Managed Chromebook

Select the Add app icon (+) and then select the Add Chrome app or extension by ID option.

Select Save.

In the panel on the right, set any app and/or extension policies.
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Installing on an Unmanaged Chromebook
If using an unmanaged Chromebook, perform the following steps to install SP.

Note: If you are using an unmanaged Chromebook manufactured in 2017 and later, the Ctrl+Alt+K key
on the sign in screen might not enable Kiosk mode.

Turn on the Chromebook.

On the Welcome screen, select your language and keyboard.

Connect to your network.

Select Continue.

On the Google Chrome OS Terms screen, select Accept and continue.

Note: Do not sign in with an account at this time! You must first enable Kiosk mode.

On the Sign in screen, press Ctrl+Alt+K.

Note: You may have to press the keys several times to reach the Enable Kiosk Mode screen.

Select Enable.

Select Ok.

On the Sign In screen, enter the email and password for the Google account that will be used with the
Chromebook.

Select Sign In.

Note: After you are logged in, you can close any windows that display.

Start the Chrome browser.

In the browser address bar, type chrome://extensions.

Select Enter.

Move the toggle to the “On” position to enable Developer mode. If the Add kiosk application button
appears, your device is set up appropriately.

Note: If the Add kiosk application button does not appear, turn the Chromebook off and attempt the
setup process again.

Select Add kiosk application.
Search for Kite Student Portal. If app cannot be found using search, use ID:

beecneeaieaafhlefgacooacbjpiccld

Note: Do not select the option to permanently keep the device in kiosk mode.

Select Add. The SP app will appear in the upper box.
Select Done.
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Accessing the Application

SP must run in kiosk mode. This prevents students from accessing outside information during
testing. All other applications are not accessible once SP is launched in kiosk mode.

Opening Kite Student Portal
To open SP, perform the following steps.

Sign out of the Chromebook.
Select Apps at the bottom of the sign-in screen.

Note: Student must be signed out to see the “Apps” choice next to Shut Down in the lower left.

Select the SP app.
Note: If the app is launched in non-kiosk mode, the following error message will display:
[ ] "
l te STUDENT PORTAL

The Kite Student Portal app can only be run in kiosk
mode. Please contact your system administrator to have

the kiosk app installed on this device.

Closing Kite Student Portal
To close Student Portal, restart the Chromebook.

Troubleshooting

If you encounter any errors while using SP, you can always contact the Kite Service Desk. Contact
information can be found at the beginning of this guide and at the bottom of each page. A few
common issues and their solutions are below.

During testing, ChromeVox starts reading the text aloud.

ChromeVox is the “spoken feedback” or text-to-speech feature included with Chrome. To turn off
ChromeVox, type Ctrl+Alt+Z.

The Chromebook screen rotated 90 degrees.
Type Ctrl+Shift+Rotate to return the screen to normal orientation.
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Oops! An Error Occurred
If Kite Student Portal cannot connect to the Kite servers, the following message will display.

Oops! An error occurred while trying to move
on to the next step! Please hold tight as we
attempt a few more times. Thanks for being

patient!

This message will remain for approximately 10 seconds while the application tries to regain
connection. If Student Portal cannot get reconnected, the following message will display and you can
select the Close Kite button. Please check your internet settings to verify a connection or restart your
device before continuing.

Oh no! There is something wrong with the
network connection and you cannot move on!
Please click the 'Close Kite' button below to
exit Student Portal and get in touch with an

administrator.
